Qualifications
Explained
How do you like to learn?
Everyone likes to learn in different ways. Some 
people are good with their hands and prefer 
practical courses while others are more academic.
The way you enjoy learning and the qualifications 
that you already have will have an influence on 
the type of course that you choose to study at 
Riverside College.

At Riverside College we have a wide range of 
qualifications that can put you on course for the 
career of your choice. 

Which qualification should I choose?
Full-time courses: Our full-time courses are at 
Level 1, Level 2 and Level 3 and you will start at the 
relevant level depending on the qualifications you 
gained in school. You will focus on one subject and 
will learn through a mix of practical and classroom 
theory and will be assessed via project study, 
portfolio work, practical assessments, and exams. 

Maths and English: As part of all of our 
courses, you will study maths and English as 
part of your programme. If you do not achieve a 
grade 4 or above in GCSE maths and/or English 
in school, you will continue to study your GSCE 
or functional skills in maths and English during 
your course. 

Apprenticeships: You will be in full-time paid 
employment and will learn on and off the job to 
develop your knowledge, skills and behaviours. 
Off the Job learning will be a minimum of 6 
hours a week and is usually undertaken at 
the college on day release. You will achieve 
your apprenticeship by completing an 
independent End Point Assessment and most 
apprenticeships are now graded from Pass 
to Distinction.
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T Levels: Technical Qualifications are a Level 
3 course you will study over two years. You will 
spend 80% of the course in college, and the 
other 20% on a meaningful industry placement. 
T Levels have been designed with more than 250 
leading businesses and employers to give you 
the knowledge and skills you need to progress on 
to a degree, degree apprenticeship or into the 
workplace following your course.

Work experience is an integral part of all 
courses at Riverside College. Students
undertaking Level 1, 2 or 3 courses and the 
T Level courses will complete industry
placements as part of their course. 
These placements will range from 5 to 60
days depending on the type and level of 
course and will take place in a work setting.

Some courses require students to complete 
one full week or a community based project 
and other courses require students to attend 
their placement on a weekly basis.

At Riverside we have a dedicated team 
of Industry Placement Officers to support 
students and make sure placements are 
meaningful and successful.

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What is an apprenticeship?

An apprenticeship is a real job where you 
learn, gain experience and get paid. By the 
end of your apprenticeship, you will have the 
right skills and knowledge needed for your 
chosen career. Apprenticeships can take a 
minimum of 12 months to complete but most 
can take longer to achieve depending on 
which one you choose, what level it is and your 
previous experience. 

Why choose an Apprenticeship?

• Apprenticeships are an exciting option – 
you will receive hands-on specialist industry 
training and the chance to put your skills 
into practice with ongoing support. 

• Earn whilst you learn - The National 
Minimum wage for an apprentice is currently 
£4.81 per hour. This is the minimum you 
will earn. However, many employers pay 
a lot more and offer their apprentices a 
competitive salary. 

• No Tuition Fees.

How does an Apprenticeship Work?

• During your apprenticeship, you will  
receive off-and-on-the-job training. 

 This training will teach you the knowledge, 
skills and behaviours set out in the 
apprenticeship standard so you can 

 achieve occupational competence. 

• ‘On-the-job’ training will be delivered by 
your employer, and you will be supported 

 to become competent and confident in  
your role. 

• ‘Off-the-job’ training can take place in the 
workplace or at the college and can vary 
depending on the apprenticeship. This can 
include theory work, practical training and 
learning support. 

• All apprenticeships also require an 
assessment at the end of the programme 
to assess and grade the apprentice’s ability 
and competence in their job role. 

• You will also study relevant English and 
Maths qualifications.

An apprenticeship is a fantastic way to gain confidence in working 
with others and gain vital skills needed for employment. 
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Phil was introduced to the major housebuilder on 
a work experience placement during his time at 
Riverside. After impressing the company, he was 
offered a Brickwork Apprenticeship and has now 
successfully progressed onto the Bloor Homes 
Trainee Site Management scheme, offering him 
fantastic opportunities for a successful future 
career in construction. 

He said, “I always wanted to progress in the
construction industry and learn more, so the first
step towards that was going onto the management
side. I took the chance and applied for the trainee
manager job and when I was successful, I was over
the moon because I knew it was the beginning
of a successful journey. The support I’ve had at
Riverside College and the teachers have helped me
tremendously and they were always there which I
am very thankful for.”

After leaving school Sophie started her Level 
2 Apprenticeship at Riverside College. After 
successfully completing her Level 2 and Level 3 in 
Business Administration she gained a full time role 
within the Teaching, Learning and Standards team 
within the College. Sophie is now taking on a new 
role as a Project Management Degree Apprentice 
with Jacobs Engineering.

She said “When I left school, I wasn’t too sure what 
I wanted to do, so I applied for an apprenticeship 
at Riverside College and it was the best decision 
I ever made. I completed my level 2 and 3 Business 
Administration qualifications, after completing 
these I was then taken on full time at the College. 
I wouldn’t be where I am today without the 
help and support from the tutors and staff 
at Riverside College.”

During this course you will experience Business, IT
and Employability to enable you to make informed
career choices.

On this course you will study modules including 
shampoo and conditioning of the hair and scalp, 
creative cutting techniques, barbering skills, bridal 
hair, and the art of dressing hair as well as client 
consultation.
